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A NOTE FROM TOWN COUNCIL – by Mayor Norman Clark  
Welcome, it has been some time since I wrote a message for the newsletter.  Let me 
start by wishing everyone the very best for 2008. 

Time seems to be speeding by.  It is hard to believe that this council has been in office 
for a year.  2007 saw many challenges and 2008 appears to be no different.  I think it 
goes without saying that the biggest challenge we face is the Culbertson Tract Land 
Claim.  Deputy Mayor Zieman and I, along with Reeve Walsh and CAO Steve Mercer 
of Tyendinaga Township met with Minister Bryant, the Provincial Minister in charge of 
Indian Affairs.  I think we all came away from the meeting with a positive feeling and 
while the Minister did not make any promises, he did agree to meet again.  The 
biggest challenge we face with the Provincial Government is trying to get them to sit at 
the negotiating table.  Council continues to fight for a place at the table also.  It is 
extremely frustrating the manner in which these negotiations are taking place.  
Despite the obstacles Council will continue to fight for the residents of Deseronto, and 
a public meeting will be announced for the spring to give a more detailed account of 
what is happening. 

While the land claim takes up a lot of Council’s time, there are many positive things 
happening in the community.  We are engaged in a Revitalization Program of the 
downtown, business, and recreation areas of the town.  The committee is working to 
make physical improvements to the community, to strengthen existing businesses and 
attract new investment to the community.  There is a Revitalization Committee chaired 
by the Revitalization Coordinator Dana Valentyne.  If you feel that you have 
something to offer or would like to be a part of the committee, I would urge you to 
contact Dana at the Town Hall.   Volunteers are the backbone of any community, and 
we all take pride in our community and are always trying to improve it.  This is what 
the Revitalization Program is all about. 

Recreation for all ages is important and our Recreation Coordinator Lisa McNally is 
working to bring varied programs to the community.  Lisa just recently moved into a 
new office located at the Family Housing Complex 48A Brant St., and can be reached 
at 396-6464.  Again, if you would like to volunteer or have any suggestions for new 
recreation programs (especially for our teenage population) contact Lisa. 

The Deseronto Transit is fully underway after a lot of hard work getting started.  The 
initial reason for the transit system was to provide residents with transportation to get 
to work.  The Provincial Government provided a grant in 2007 with a key condition 
being that 40 people on assistance get jobs by the end of the year.  I am happy to 
report that that number was well exceeded.  70 people got jobs, and because of that, 
the combined tax savings at the provincial, county and municipal levels are about 
$375,000.00 because these people no longer rely on government assistance.  
Although Deseronto Transit focuses on getting people to work (even if they have 
never been on assistance), it is also available for general public use.  Perhaps you 
have a doctor’s appointment or some other activity (shopping, entertainment, 
recreation) in Belleville, Napanee, Picton, etc.  Deseronto Transit is there for you.  
Take a wee ride on the bus, you’ll enjoy it and the best part is, it doesn’t cost that much.  
For more information, contact the depot beside the Fire Hall on Edmon Street (Susan 
Stolarchuk administrator) at 396-4008. 

The Deseronto Storm Junior “A” Hockey Team is, as of this writing, has defeated the 
Tamworth Cyclones to make it to the quarter final playoff round of the Greater Metro 
Junior “A” Hockey League playoffs.

The league is expanding rapidly, giving players the opportunity to develop and, if successful, get college 
scholarships.  I would urge you to come to the arena and watch these games.  I’m sure you will enjoy yourself, be 
sure to bring the whole family! 
The Deseronto Library continues to one of the busiest 
places in town.  Deseronto is extremely fortunate to have 
such a library.  There are various groups making use of 
the building such as the Archives.  Archivist Amanda Hill is 
busy organizing the collection, and making it available 
electronically.  The library also has computers that are 
available to the public, and the Job Information Centre.  
The library is important for all, but particularly for children 
and youth so they can develop their reading skills.  If you

We hope to get this resolved in 2008 as it is a burden 
on the budget.  Council is also looking at each Town 
Department and staffing needs in order to provide better 
and more cost effective services to the community.  
Changes have already been made, which I believe are of 
benefit.  In addition to staffing changes, Council will have 
to look at replacing old and outdated equipment, staff and 
department accommodation, and general day-to-day 
operations.  I have asked that the budget be finalized by 
March 31, 2008.  While some tough decisions may be 
required, Council will ALWAYS work for the betterment of 
our community. 
 

I will continue to be available at the Town Hall every 
Wednesday unless attending a pre-determined meeting.  I 
would invite you to come to Town Hall and discuss any 
concerns, suggestions, or other matters that you may 
have.  Perhaps you just want to stop in to say hello and 
have a coffee, I would be happy to meet with you.  I 
recommend you call the Town Hall at 396-2440 and ask 
for Gail Maracle if you would like to set up a special 
appointment.  Gail will make sure you get a time when I’ll 
be available (and it doesn’t have to be Wednesday). 
 

Before I close, I would urge the residents of Deseronto; if 
you have matters of concern or views you may have 
concerning our community, attend Council Meetings and 
let Council hear them.  Council is there to work for and 
represent you, help us by letting us know your views and 
or concerns in a constructive manner. 
 

Finally, I would like to congratulate two long serving staff 
members, William (Bill) Young and Dennis Vick who recently 
retired.  Bill and Denny I wish you a long and happy retirement.

Fixed Fur Life and Deseronto’s group work to reduce the overpopulation of stray and feral (wild) cats by 
arranging to spay/neuter the animals and then provide foster homes while they recuperate until they are ready to 
be adopted.  The two groups also offer resources and programs to assist pet owners with limited incomes or 
financial hardship to ‘fix’ their animals or get necessary/emergency veterinary care—such as seniors, people with 
disabilities or others with minimal incomes.  

 

The two groups do not receive government funding and depend on donations of money, services, food 
and medical supplies, time, and materials they receive from generous people, businesses and organizations.  
Fixed Fur Life does not euthanize (put down) any animals to make room for others coming in.  The homeless 
animals that come our way stay with us until they are adopted.  We do not have a shelter but rather operate with a 
network of foster homes.  This allows each animal to get the care they need and keeps them healthy.  We do not 
pay staff to care for the animals.  Instead, the wonderful people who provide foster homes generally absorb the 
costs of fostering as a way to help.  However, if required help with food, etc., can be provided.  While the 
Deseronto group helps find homes, Fixed Fur Life has 2 adoption centres –Trenton Pet Valu and Belleville Little 
Stinkers. 
The following are some of the ways you can become involved and/or contribute to this great cause: 
 

Volunteer:  
• Become a member of the Deseronto group associated with Fixed Fur Life. 
• Donate your time to build cat shelters to house fostered pets that remain outside (supplies can be provided). 
 
Provide Temporary Foster Homes for Pets:  
• Provide a temporary foster home to cats until they can be adopted.  Cages can be provided if required for 

animals to be fostered indoors, while shelters will be provided for animals that remain outside.  
 

Donate:  
• All types of donations are welcome including money and supplies/materials (e.g., wood and other supplies to 

construct cat shelters, pet food, and pet care items – ask for details.  Cash receipts will be issued for all 
monetary donations—100% of which are used for veterinary expenses including spaying/neutering, 
vaccinations, and medical emergencies.  Donation boxes will be found at several Deseronto businesses and 
organizations (include your address for a tax receipt).  Donations can also be sent payable to: Fixed "Fur" Life

COMMUNITY COMMENTARY 
 

 As winter begins its downward slide towards spring, I feel I 
must express my disappointment with the general condition of 
sidewalks in Deseronto this past couple of months.  My 
understanding of the Town’s bylaws is that property 
owners/occupants are responsible for the clearing of snow from 
sidewalks fronting their property.  A clean sidewalk means a safe 
place for residents to walk, especially for children and seniors.  
With many sidewalks completely choked with snow for most of the 
winter (or corner lots where the sidewalks are cleared but no cut is 
made to get to the street at the intersection), I have found walking 
on the street not only easier, but necessary.  This is a clear 
question of safety, not to mention of courtesy to our fellow citizens. 
 For those people who should clear their sidewalks, but are 
unable for whatever reason, perhaps the Town could keep a list of 
properties where snow clearing is required, and develop options 
that would not cost it money.  These could include: 
a) The Town would have private snow removal firms bid on a 

contract to clear the sidewalks of those who can afford to pay.  
This might be financially viable because the firm would have a 
large pool to make it lucrative, and economies of scale would 
make it affordable to the individual.  This would not be much 
different than the private (but not municipally coordinated) 

measures 
people 
already 
arrange for 
lawn care. 

b) At present, 
some 
sidewalks are 
cleared by 
the Town’s 
Streets 
Department 
(notably in 
the core 
business 
area and with 
key sidewalks 
leading to the 
school).  If 
properties are 
adjacent to 
these routes, 
it might be 
possible for 
the Town to 
clear these 
sidewalks for 

a fee, and people could have the cost could be added to their taxes. 
c) A list of snow removal volunteers could also be developed (such as students needing to fulfill their community 

service hours, or people with big hearts), and these volunteers would be assigned to residents who do not 
have the means to pay (or pay the full amount).  Who knows community spirit and new friends might be 
developed in the process.
