DAMAGED OR FALLING TREES ON NEIGHBOURING

PROPERTIES

Recently the Town of Deseronto has received an increasing number of
complaints regarding trees and branches from neighbouring properties falling
or the danger of them falling on other resident's properties. Recognizing this as
an issue for both property owners, Municipal staff would like to inform
residents of expected actions when dealing with this concern.

First, it is important to maintain good relations with neighbours and if a tree on
your property is creating a hazard to a neighbouring property, it is the property
owner’s responsibility that the tree sits on, to ensure a resolution to the hazard
is made. In the event where a tree branch or whole tree falls on a neighbouring
home, the property owner who “owns” the tree can be liable and if negligence
is evident, the situation heightens. We recommend that all residents take this
matter seriously to ensure the safety of all residents and to look after the trees
and branches of trees within their property lines.

Secondly, if you know that a tree on your property needs to have dead
portions trimmed as it is becoming a “dirty “ tree, we ask that you take
immediate action to alleviate any cause for concern. Having a tree trimmed
can often diffuse the dangerous situation and possibly help the life of a
damaged tree. This will also go a long way in reducing the amount of waste a
neighbouring property may incur as a result of the deteriorating tree.

The Municipality’s involvement in these disputes is to lay out the responsibility

to the property owners involved and put the land owner of the tree on record in the case of a dangerous situation. In the event
where a property owner chooses to take no action, a request can be made to have the Municipality arrange for the removal of
the dangerous part of the tree for the purpose of “Public Health and Safety”. Once this action is taken, the municipality will begin
proceedings to receive cost retributions plus administrative costs.

It is important to note that this drastic step is an

Agricultural associations and groups make regular donations such as the Canadian Turkey Farmers Association’s donation of
turkeys to all rural food banks announced earlier this fall, and the donation of milk by area rural dairy farmers that is then
processed by Reid’s Dairy free of charge and distributed to area food banks including ours.

As you can see, the generosity of individuals, organizations and

businesses is astounding. Although too numerous to mention them all, the Helping Hands Food Bank would like to thank and

recognize every individual and organization that contributes to our efforts each year.
This is the time of year the Food Bank needs your support most. The
food bank served 47 families during the second week of October. With
the winter and holiday season fast approaching, the demand for our
services increases significantly. Please consider the Helping Hands
Food Bank and the many Deseronto and surrounding area families we
serve during this season of giving. Although food donations are
preferred, monetary donations are accepted as well. Donations are
accepted at the Deseronto Town Hall located at 331 Main St., or by
calling 613-354-7361 to arrange for pick-up or drop-off.

DESERONTO-TYENDINAGA FIXED FUR LIFE : the group that
seeks to reduce cat and dog over population and suf  fering, by
emphasizing spay/neutering and additional help.

There is always a great need for volunteers to foster cats on a short
term basis, or people to permanently adopt the animals. We do not
euthanize, animals are spayed/neutered, and fostered by volunteers
while they recuperate until they are adopted, such as pregnant
mothers or mothers with newborns until the kittens can be weaned
(about 8 weeks), adopted, and eventually spayed or neutered.
Accommodation is particularly important at this time of year with cold
weather. If you are concerned about an animal, please consider if you
can foster it while we book a spay-neuter appointment (sometimes
several days), it recuperates after the operation (a few days or 1.5
weeks), and a home can be found (or even whether you may be
prepared to adopt it). We have no foster options at present, but
sometimes a spare bedroom, laundry or mud room, or other secure shelter space that is at least 50 degrees Fahrenheit is all
that is required. Fixed Fur Life covers the cost of spay/neutering and vaccinations (plus boosters), has a small supply of food,
and treatments for fleas, mites and worms. However, donations are always greatly appreciated w ith a tax receipt provided
(even a small donation helps with spay/neutering as this costs Fixed Fur Life $60. for males, $85. for females, and often
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additional vet and medicine costs). If the
animal does not gel with your household,
Fixed Fur Life will always take the animal
back. Although a registered charitable
organization with a very limited budget, people
providing foster or adoptive homes with limited
budgets may, with an application to Fixed Fur
Life, receive assistance with additional
veterinary care. The Deseronto-Tyendinaga
chapter of Fixed Fur Life usually meets the
third Tuesday of the month at 6:00 pm at the
Deseronto Library, 358 Main Street. People
can stop by to talk about an individual
situation, become members, or get more
information by contacting Diane at 396-3139.
