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MESSAGE FROM COUNCIL

On behalf of Deseronto Council, we would like to take this opportunity to wish every one good health and the very best in the
coming year. We would also like to update you on Town Council initiatives.

Council is currently in the last year of thelr four year term, and the 2010 Municipal Election will soon be upon us. The Municipal
Election will take place on October 25" 2010 with advance polls to be announced at a later date. Any person who is 18 years of
age, a Canadian citizen and either a Iand owner or tenant in the Town of Deseronto, and is interested in running for Town
Council is advised to see the Town Clerk for nomination papers.

Over the past 3 years, town officials have worked diligently to offer a wide range of services to our residents. At this time we
would like to highlight services available and some accomplishments that were completed. First and foremost, during this term,
Council was able to eliminate the need for a Special Assistance Grant from the Ministry of Municipal Affairs and were able to
balance the Town'’s finances, without any special consideration from any level of government, for the first time in almost a
decade.

As for departmental activity within the Town, almost every department has seen an increase in physical resources available to
assist them with carrying out their duties. Our Public Works department was able to purchase two gently used snow plows to
upgrade their previous aging trucks and a brand new Trackless (sidewalk clearing machine) during this term. Town Council was
committed to increasing the equipment available to our Public Works department in order to assist in the snow clearing process
and provide cleaner and safer streets. Next, the Community Centre and Water and Sewer plants are going to be undertaking
large changes in 2010. Our Community Centre will see a $1,500,000 (1.5 million) expansion in 2010 with the intentions of
increasing the options available to residents in terms of recreational and social activities. The Water Plant will undertake a

$4,500,000 (4.5 million) rehabilitation, which

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‘PAWS 4 U’ — THE NEW NAME OF DESERONTO-TYENDINAGA
FIXED ‘FUR’ LIFE

The Deseronto and Tyendinaga group that was, and remains,
associated with Fixed ‘Fur’ Life in Belleville, is now an allied
organisation called ‘Paws 4 U’. The focus of our activities has been
spaying and neutering abandoned cats (including ferals) and dogs,
arranging for volunteer foster homes prior to and after the surgery
until the animals are adopted, initial vaccinations and limited medical
care.

After almost two years of working through Fixed ‘Fur’ Life it was
suggested that Deseronto and Tyendinaga could better meet local
needs by seeking its own charitable status, while working in concert
with Fixed ‘Fur’ Life. ‘Paws 4 U’ (a name thought up by the daughter
of the new Treasurer) will continue with all the above activities but,

with a slightly different charter, will be able to expend a greater portion of its funds on medical care of abandoned animals. We
were finding that in the Deseronto-Tyendinaga area animals (primarily cats) could not be properly fostered for spay/neutering—
and probably never adopted—until injuries, infections, or dental issues were attended to. Like Fixed ‘Fur’ Life we do not
consider putting animals down if there is a reasonable option.

At a meeting on Tuesday, January 5, 2010, it was decided to start the process of incorporation as a separate charitable
organisation which will allow us to give tax receipts for donations. The officers of ‘Paws 4 U’ are: President Edgar Tumak (613-
396-5496), Vice-President Marc Green (613-309-9257), Secretary Diane Myers (613-396-3139), Treasurer Rosalee Dew (613-
396-1295). We will continue to encourage and expand membership as in the past as volunteers donating their time, skills or

foster options at the level they can.

As well, our activities won't seem that much different. The spay/neuter process will still be covered for animals that are fostered
prior to adoption, although donations to cover even a part of the cost are always welcome with charitable tax receipts available.
Basic initial vaccinations and flea/worm treatments will also be provided where possible. We will continue to use the same
veterinary hospitals in Belleville and Prince Edward County that offer a subsidy for spay/neutering and limited medical care.
Fixed ‘Fur’ Life in Belleville will be allied with us and will still consider requests from people with very limited incomes in the
Deseronto-Tyendinaga area to apply for support for veterinary care for cats and dogs. The process to apply is through the Fixed
‘Fur’ Life website www.fixedfurlife.com , or for those who do not have internet options call Diane Myers (613-396-3139) or 613-
966-6292 for Belleville stores that have print copies of this application. While assistance may be offered, because people on

limited incomes may not have all the funds at once,
repayment in even small instalments is requested.
The Fixed ‘Fur’ Life website will also list animals
being fostered by ‘Paws 4 U’.
Animals for adoption (spay/neutered unless stated
otherwise) include:
Sylvester is a tall, simple,
good-natured, gentle guy
despite years of adversity
from being outside (frost
damaged ear, weak left hind
guarter, few teeth). With
good food and indoor care
his black coat has started to shine, along with his
white boots and belly. He loves affection and will
hug your leg until you pick him up onto your lap,
because he cannot jump (it is even awkward going
down from the seat of a chair). While working at a
desk/computer he loves to rub his head and
kneed/hug your arm and then sit quietly on your lap.
He rarely meows, allows nail clipping and cleaning,
and likes to sleep with people if allowed. ‘Paws 4
U’, plans to raise funds to attend to his dental work.
Stanley is a medium-sized,
light ginger-coloured male of
3 years. He takes a bit of
time to adapt to new
surroundings and cats,
because he is initially shy
and very scared. However,
within a couple of weeks he loves to play (especially
the chase and wiggling finger games), and is very
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cute when he cocks his head and rolls on his back and poses his paws. When you stop petting he often extends his paw as

though saying “please don'’t stop.” He gets along well with non-dominant cats and rarely meows.

Rupert is a small, long-haired tabby of about 9 months—even though he has an old-cat face. He is very quiet loves to cuddle,
get belly rubs and sit on your lap. He doesn’'t jump because he has a weak right hindquarter (apparently a
birth defect not a medical issue), is good-natured and gentle (as nail clipping and cleaning revealed) and,
as a non-dominant cat, gets along well with other cats. He is in line to be neutered.

Princess was rescued just before the first snowfall (the big dump at the start of December) as she was in
need of a warm space because, with fleas, she was losing a lot of hair. The flea issue has been addressed

and her dark, medium-length hair is growing back well. She is gentle, and a little shy at first, but soon feels
comfortable with people.
Misfit came to us with this name. We don't think it fair because he is such a sweet
and gentle guy. He’s three, neutered, all shots, and declawed. He gets along well
with other animals, including dogs. Foster Mom calls him Mist.
Pax - sorry, no picture. About 6 month old grey tabby. Had shots and will be
neutered this month. A little shy and very cute. If you are interested in one of these
wonderful cats, please contact Diane Myers at 613-396-3139.
