Section 4: Dog Licensing Restrictions &
Regulations

4(a) The owner of any dog shall, on the first
day of January in each year or as soon
thereafter as such dog shall attain the age of
(3) months, cause the dog to be registered,
numbered, described and licensed by the
Municipal Offices in the Municipality or at
such other place as Council may from time
to time designate. The deadline for
registration and licensing of a dog shall be
the 31st day of March in each year.

4(b) A Working Dog shall be registered as a
working dog with a description of the type of
work being performed.

4(d) A licence fee per dog as detailed in

Schedule "A" to this by-law shall be paid

regardless of the number owned. On

payment of the licence fee for each dog, the owner shall be furnished with a dog tag which shall be kept securely fixed on the
dog at all times until the tag is renewed or replaced, this tag may be removed when the dog is being lawfully used for herding or

protecting sheep on public or private lands.

Section 7: Control of Dogs

7(a) No person who owns, harbours or possesses any dog shall allow the
dog, to run at large.

7(b) No person who owns, harbours or possesses any dog shall allow the dog
to trespass on private property even when on a leash.

7(c) Any person who owns, harbours or posses any dog shall maintain the
dog under control at all times while in a public place.

7(d) Section 7 (a, c) does not apply to Guide Dogs, Police Work Dogs and
Working Dogs while lawfully engaged in their work;

7(e) In addition to the requirement of subsection (a,b,c) no owner possessor
or harbourer of a vicious dog shall permit, the dog to be on any streets or in
any public place or any other place that is not owned or controlled by that
person unless the dog is muzzled to prevent it from biting another animal or a
human.

7(f) Every owner, possessor or harbourer of a vicious dog shall, at all times
while the dog is on the premises owned or controlled by such person, keep
the dog securely confined either indoors or in an enclosed pen or other
structure capable of preventing the entry of any children and adequately
constructed to prevent the dog from escaping.

7(g) The provisions of subsection (e) shall not apply to a vicious dog while
that dog is in attendance at an event sanctioned by the Canadian Kennel
Club,

7(h) No owner shall allow his dog to defecate on any property, including a
public park, other than the property of its owner or other private property by
permission, UNLESS the droppings are forthwith cleaned up.

7(i) A Dog Control Officer or other duly appointed officer may enter on private
property for the purpose of catching any dog running at large contrary to the
provisions of this by-law,

7(j) A dog, which is found running at Iarge, may be seized and impounded, or returned to it's owner by the Dog Control Officer,
7(k) The Dog Control Officer is hereby authorized, in the course of his duties of seizing and impounding dogs running at large
